The world-renowned Philadelphia Orchestra
strives to share the transformative

power of music with the widest possible
audience, and to create joy, connection,
and excitement through music in the
Philadelphia region, across the country,
and around the world. Through innovative
programming, robust education initiatives,
a commitment to its diverse communities,
and the embrace of digital outreach, the
ensemble is creating an expansive and
inclusive future for classical music, and
furthering the place of the arts in an open
and democratic society. In June 2021 the
Orchestra and its home, the Kimmel Center,
united to form The Philadelphia Orchestra
and Kimmel Center, Inc., reimagining

the power of the arts to bring joy, create
community, and effect change.

Yannick Nézet-Séguin is now in his 12th
season with The Philadelphia Orchestra,
serving as music and artistic director. His
connection to the ensemble's musicians
has been praised by both concertgoers
and critics, and he is embraced by the
musicians of the Orchestra, audiences, and
the community.

Your Philadelphia Orchestra takes great pride
in its hometown, performing for the people of
Philadelphia year-round, in Verizon Hall and
around the community, in classrooms and
hospitals, and over the airwaves and online.
The Orchestra's award-winning education
and community initiatives engage over
50,000 students, families, and community
members of all ages through programs such
as PlayINs; side-by-sides; PopUP concerts;
Our City, Your Orchestra Live; School

Concerts; sensory-friendly concerts; open
rehearsals; the School Partnership Program
and School Ensemble Program; All City
Orchestra Fellowships; and residency work
in Philadelphia and abroad. The Orchestra's
free online video series, Our City, Your
Orchestra (OCYQO), uncovers and amplifies
the voices, stories, and causes championed
by unique Philadelphia organizations and
businesses. Joining OCYO in connecting
with the community is HearTOGETHER, a
free monthly podcast featuring artists and
activists who discuss music, social justice,
and the lived experiences that inform

the drive to create a more equitable and
inclusive future for the arts.

Through concerts, tours, residencies, and
recordings, the Orchestra is a global
ambassador and one of our nation'’s
greatest exports. It performs annually

at Carnegie Hall, the Mann Center, the
Saratoga Performing Arts Center, and the
Bravo! Vail Music Festival. The Orchestra
also has a rich touring history, having first
performed outside Philadelphia in its earliest
days. In 1973 it was the first American
orchestra to perform in the People's
Republic of Ching, launching a five-decade
commitment of people-to-people exchange.

Under Yannick's leadership, the Orchestra
returned to recording with 13 celebrated
releases on the Deutsche Grammophon
label, including the GRAMMY® Award-
winning Florence Price Symphonies Nos. 1&
3. The Orchestra also reaches thousands
of radio listeners with weekly broadcasts
on WRTI-FM and SiriusXM. For more
information, please visit www.philorch.org.

Constantine Kitsopoulos has established himself as
a dynamic conductor known for his ability to work

in many different genres and settings. He is equally
at home with opera, symphonic repertoire, film with
live orchestra, musical theater, and composition. His
work has taken him all over the world, where he has
conducted the major orchestras of North America as
well as the Hong Kong and Tokyo philharmonics. He
made his Philadelphia Orchestra debut in Saratoga in
2011 conducting Casablanca and most recently appeared with the ensemble in
the 2022-23 season conducting The Muppet Christmas Carol with film. In addition
to these current performances, highlights of his 2023-24 season include return
engagements with the New York Philharmonic, and the Pacific, New Jersey,
Toronto, Detroit, Chicago, Santa Barbara, and San Francisco symphonies.

Highlights of Mr. Kitsopoulos's previous seasons include return engagements with
the Dallas, Phoenix, Houston, and Vancouver symphonies. He also conducted
Leonard Bernstein's MASS and Candide at Indiana University Opera Theater. In
addition to his engagements as guest conductor, he was music director of the
Festival of the Arts Boca from 2010 until 2023 and general director of Chatham
Opera from 2005 to 2015. He was assistant chorus master at New York City
Opera from 1984 to 1989. He has developed semi-staged productions of Mozart's
The Magic Flute, for which he has written a new translation; Mozart's Don Giovanni;
and Puccini's La boheme. He has conducted IU Opera Theater's productions of
Verdi's Falstaff, J. Strauss, Jr's Die Fledermaus, Bolcom's A View from the Bridge,
Sullivan's H.M.S. Pinafore, Loesser's The Most Happy Fella, Rodgers's South Pacific
and Oklahoma, Willson's The Music Man, and Menotti's The Last Savage. He will
return in the 2023-24 season to conduct Sondheim's Sweeney Todd.

On Broadway Mr. Kitsopoulos has been music director of Rodgers & Hammerstein's
Cinderella, The Gershwins' Porgy and Bess (cast album on PS Classics), Bucchino's A
Catered Affair (cast album on PS Classics), Coram Boy (with music by Adrian Sutton),
Baz Luhrmann's production of La bohéme (cast album on DreamWorks Records),
Swan Lake, and Les Misérables. He was music director of ACT's production of Weill's
Happy End and made the only English-language recording of the work for Sh-K-
Boom Records. Mr. Kitsopoulos studied piano with Marienka Michna, Chandler
Gregg, Edward Edson, and Sophia Rosoff and conducting with Semyon Bychkov,
Sergiu Commissiona, Gustav Meier, and his principal teacher, Vincent La Selva.
